WAN port to an Ethernet outlet.

C. Connect the power cord to your router thento an
electrical outlet.

D. Router will take up to 10 minutes to update
completely. Move to the next step
when the front light is solid white.

Give voice control a try.

After activation, use the voice feature on your
Fios TV Voice Remote to quickly and easily
control your TV.

from your face and press the mic button. Speak
normally as you say commands such as “Tune to
CNN” or “Show me comedy movies.”
